10.   Faulty association of letters,  words  and  objects.     

       Doesn’t  recognize familiar words.

11.  Inability to stand stress.

12.  Short memory for printed words and instructions.

13.  Early fatigue in reading lesson.

14.  Repetition of words and phrases in oral reading.

15.  Choppy,  word-by-word oral reading.  Long pauses ( like a  beginner ). 

16.  Loses place, does not understand what has been read.

17.  Guesses indiscriminately.
