Make a list of meaningful words from a text, story, poem or song.





Have at least fifteen words on the board. Go over the list with the students making sure they can read and understand them.





On a scrap paper, have the students draw a nine-box grid. They choose any nine of the words listed which they then place in the nine boxes wherever they wish, one word per box.





Tell the class which pattern will be the winning pattern.             (EXAMPLE:  an X pattern)





While listening to the reading passage or hearing the song, each student circles the word  in his/her grid as he hears it.





The first person to have the designated pattern is the winner.





* Encourage students to use dictionary to look up unfamiliar words.


* Before reading the passage to the class, students write/tell an imaginary story with the words.





             Song Quiz





Preperation:


Record parts of popular and old time Israeli songs that are appropriate for the assignment you wish to give the class. Do not record the entire song as this is time consuming and defeats the purpose of the game.





Procedure:


Divide the class into equal heterogeneous groups. An Israeli song is played and the groups are required to carry out a given task. Give the groups time for deliberation and time to jot down their answers. The answers must be reported in English.
