   The Story of Ben-gurion’s Life





Procedure:


The pupils receive the story of Ben-Gurion’s life cut into strips. After reading the scrambled paragraphs they have to reconstruct his life story.











David Green, later David Ben-Gurion, was born in Plonsk, Poland, in 1886.





In 1906, when he was twenty-years-old, he left Poland and came to live in Israel, then Palestine. He settled in Petah-Tikva where he worked as a farmer.





From Petah-Tikva he moved to Rishon Le’Zion and later to Sejera in the Galilee.





In Sejera he joined “Hashomer.” During the day he worked as a farmer and at night he guarded the settlement against Arab attacks.





In 1914 he was arrested by the Turks and was exiled from Palestine. He then went to the U.S. In New York he met Paula and they were married.





In the U.S. he persuaded Jewish youngsters to come and live in Israel.





In 1917 when the British won the war against the Turks, Ben-Gurion returned to Palestine and was elected secretary of Histadrut-Ha’ovdim. he also joined the Haganah to fight against the British Mandate.





On the 5th of Eyar 1948 he declared Israel a State. He was elected Israel’s first Prime Minister. Ben-Gurion was also the first Minister of Defense.





Ben-Gurion was Prime Minister and Minister of Defense for many years. In 1953 he decided to retire and went to live in the Negev. He wanted to set an example for the people.





Ben-Gurion lived in Sde-Boker in the Negev till his death in 1971.
