Dear Paula, 





I arrived here last night and immediately started talking with reporters. I’m sending you three of this morning’sJewish newspapers. At noon I gave a press conference with both Jewish non-Jewish journalists. I told them about the situation in the country and about the Zionist problems. Imagine - I spoke in English!





On Saturday I have a meeting in Carnegie Hall and next Friday I’ll be in Washington. I’ll also have to be in Milwaukee, Boston and Chicago. I’ve been asked to be the head of the Jewish Zionist ýOrganization.





I don’t know how much longer I’ll be here. I’m waiting for news from Moshe Shertok from Jerusalem.
