The Person of Your Choice





Have your students present their choice “ISRAELI” to the class.


Encourage them to bring pictures or short recordings of singers. When they have completed their presentations they will be better prepared to do this activity.








Materials: 


Photocopied single-page biographies of Zionists/Israelis, past and present. 








In Class:


Encourage students to choose one of the pages from the collection you bring to class (see Source section) or other sources (Hebrew for weaker students.)





Allocate enough time for the students to prepare an English presentation on this person. They should try not to reveal WHO the person is. This should be left to the other students to guess.





If by the end of the presentation the class has not figured out who the person is,  encourage students to ask questions until they succeed.





After the students have revealed and described their identities conduct a general feedback discussion. Help the students analyze what they have learned about the person.





Because it is impossible to tell in advance how long a student may take with his/her presentation, it is advisable to have students draw lots to determine the order in which they will give their descriptions. No one will feel deliberately excluded if there is not time for all to present. In such a case, however, each student should be given the chance to say a couple of sentences about the person of his/her choice. Presentations can also be given in pre-arranged groups.
