CREATIVE DRAMA


Play built up from walking traffic technique.





The cast walk past and across each other’s paths in no particular order. When the student reads/recites his/her line he/she comes up front, slows, stops, raises head, says line and recedes into background, joining the rest of the group. Students should dress for their particular part and can use appropriate body language.
